














4. SELECT YOUR DECKING MATERIALS (TWO OPTIONS):

• �Purchase a random length pack of decking from 
Bunnings and cut in your own type of decking.

- OR -
• �Select the required number of prefabricated hardwood 

decking panels (1113mm x 555mm) and fill in your deck.  
They have been split into 2 halves so they fit into a car 
and can be lifted by one person (20 kg max weight).

• �You require the following to build the example project: 
8 x 1113 x 555 Prefab decking panels in total.

5. INSTALL PREFAB DECKING PANELS

• �Drop the Decking Panels into position over the Base  
Frame. The decking boards should run in the opposite  
way to the internal frame members.

• �Take care to line up the gaps between the panels and  
fix into position with fixing screws (refer to Fixing  
Selection guide).

6. ENCLOSE VERTICAL FACES

If you have decided to cut in your own deck or clad the vertical faces of your decking you 
can contact your local Bunnings for advice on the best product for your project. 

• �140mmx19mm Vertical cladding matches the 140mmx35mm base frames for height. 
90x19 vertical cladding matches the 90mmx45mm base frames.

Care and Maintenance 

Enjoy your new deck for years to come by:

• Not having the timber in contact with the ground.
• Using stainless steel fixing in sea side areas.
• �Oiling the decking boards every year to keep your  

deck looking like new.
• �Deck panels should be stored in a dry, undercover  

area before installing.
• �Merbau is tannin rich and leaching will occur upon  

installation. Stain or clad the outside base frame  
timbers to conceal this.

Droppers should be positioned at maximum spacings of 600mm apart. 

Use 14 - 10mm x 65mm Type 17 Galvanised Hex Head Timber screws to connect  
component ‘A’ to base frame and component ‘A’ to component ‘B’. Use 10ga - 8 x 65mm 
Galvanised Counter Sunk Ribbed with Phillips Head screws to connect vertical cladding to 
component ‘B’.
